Community Fund Guidelines


In order to request funds from the Cosmopolitan International Columbia Luncheon Club Community Fund the following guidelines shall be followed and submitted a minimum of 30 days prior to the intended use or need.  

All requests shall be in writing and shall contain:
1) The applying organization’s legal name, mailing address, principal contact name, type of organization and history. 

2) A statement of services and the objectives of the organization
3) Documentation of not-for-profit status
4) A description of the project or services involved in the request
5) A description of the anticipated benefits to Boone County citizens
6) A detailed component list of prices or cost of the project or services
7) A statement saying why regular revenues will not fund the costs 
8) A statement of why our Club should contribute funds for this request
9) A statement of the organization’s governing body approval
The following restrictions apply to all funding requests:
1) Funds will not be approved for operational expenses 
2) Organizations must be exempt from Federal Income Tax
3) Must wholly or chiefly provide services to citizens of Boone County
Capital fund requests will receive primary consideration, and fund commitments will usually be made on a single payment basis.
